BEFORE ME, the undersigned Notary Public, duly commissioned and qualified in and for the state and parish aforesaid, there in residing, and in the presence of the witnesses hereinafter named and undersigned:

PERSONALLY CAME AND APPEARED:  
RIVER CLUB DEVELOPMENT, LLC, a Louisiana limited liability company organized and existing under the laws of the State of Louisiana, domiciled and doing business in St. Tammany Parish, represented herein by A. Wayne Buras and Kelly J. McHugh, duly authorized members, with its mailing address being 7037 Hwy 190, Covington, LA 70433, hereinafter referred to as “Developer”;
WHEREAS, Developer imposed a Dedication of Servitudes, Easements, and Restrictive Covenants for River Club Subdivision by instrument dated December 14, 2015, recorded as CIN 2005812 of the records of St. Tammany Parish, Louisiana, as amended by the First Amendment to Dedication of Servitudes, Easements, and Restrictive Covenants for River Club Subdivision by instrument dated April 18, 2016, recorded as CIN 2018857, as amended by the Second Amendment to Dedication of Servitudes, Easements, and Restrictive Covenants for River Club Subdivision by instrument dated August 28, 2017, recorded as CIN 2077147 (collectively, “Restrictive Covenants”);
WHEREAS, pursuant to Article XIV – Section 14.1 of the Restrictive Covenants entitled “Duration-Amendment”, the Developer has the authority to amend the Restrictive Covenants pursuant to acts of amendment properly executed and recorded in the records of St. Tammany Parish, Louisiana;

WHEREAS, Developer desires to provide for amendments to the Restrictive Covenants in furtherance of the orderly administration of the Property encumbered by the Restrictive Covenants.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Developer, under authority of Article XIV – Section 14.1 of the Restrictive Covenants, does hereby amend the Restrictive Covenants as follows:
1. By amending Article II – Section 2.1.8 defining “Estate Lots” to read as follows:
2.1.8
“Estate Lots” shall mean Lots 68 through 83, inclusive, and Lots 136 through 184, inclusive, in the Subdivision.
2. By amending Article II – Section 2.1.25 defining “River Lots” to read as follows:
2.1.25
"River Lots" shall mean Lots 84 through 108, inclusive, and Lots 116 through 135, inclusive, in the Subdivision.

3. By amending Article II – Section 2.1 entitled “Definitions” to add a new Section 2.1.27 defining “Southshore River Lots” to read as follows:
2.1.27
"Southshore River Lots" shall mean Lots 116 through 135, inclusive, in the Subdivision.

4. By amending Exhibit 11.28.6 to correct the reference to specific River Lots in order that the Exhibit shall be applicable to all River Lots, and in furtherance thereof, replace the Lot reference on Page 1 of Exhibit 11.28.6 to read as follows:
Design Guidelines for River Lots 84 through 108, inclusive, and Lots 116 through 135, inclusive
5. By amending Article XI – Section 11.28 entitled “River Lots Rules” to add a new Section 11.28.7 to read as follows:
11.28.7
The bulkheading for the River Lots fronting River Club Bayou shall be individually maintained, repaired, and/or reconstructed by the Owner of the River Lot adjacent to the section of bulkhead needing such maintenance, repair, and/or reconstruction, all performed and completed at the cost and expense of the River Lot Owner.  Any and all reconstruction and repair shall be compliant with the Restrictive Covenants and shall strictly replace the same type and quality of materials used in the original bulkhead construction in order to maintain the uniform aesthetic appearance and design of the bulkhead and as may be directed by the Association or the ACC.
6. By amending Article XI to add a new Section 11.28 (A) entitled “Southshore River Lot Bulkheads,” to read as follows:
11.28 (A)  Southshore River Lot Bulkheads.
In addition to the restrictions, rules, and regulations in Section 11.28 entitled “River Lot Rules,” applicable to all River Lots, the following restrictions, rules and regulations shall apply to River Lots 116 through 135, inclusive, referred to herein as “Southshore River Lots”, situated on the South side of River Club Bayou to restrict and regulate the construction of a bulkhead on a Southshore River Lot, to-wit:
i. Any bulkhead construction adjacent to a Southshore River Lot shall be constructed and maintained as a low-profile bulkhead within and along the rear lot line adjacent to River Club Bayou to maintain a uniform and aesthetic waterfront edge, aesthetically consistent with neighboring and adjacent Lot bulkhead(s), uniform in construction and materials, and generally compliant with the guidelines hereinbelow; the following minimum specifications are subject to the requirements of the Owner’s engineer, engineering plans, geo-technical examinations, and requirements affecting the structural integrity of the bulkhead. Minimum construction requirements for bulkheads shall include the following:

· Minimum class 5 piling, 6-inch/8-inch butt pressure treated piling, meeting a minimum standard of 2.5 cromated copper arsenate treated (CCA);

· Minimum 10-foot series 475 shoreguard flat panel sheet piling;

· Minimum 20-foot bulkhead piling length;

· 15-foot minimum length deadmen as engineered for piling stability;

· Deadmen utilizing not less than 1-inch hot dip galvanized tie-back rods;

· Minimum 4-inch X 6-inch whalers used to retain sheet piling;

· All fasteners shall be a minimum hot dip galvanized material or better, size as specified by lot Owner’s engineer.


The above sets forth minimum specifications to achieve uniform aesthetics and general construction methodology; however, a lot Owner’s construction design and specifications are subject to each lot Owner’s individual geo-technical information obtained from sources other than geo-technical information obtained from Developer or obtained from St. Tammany Parish.  Each lot Owner is required to exercise independent investigation and comply with the design and construction specifications determined by the lot Owner’s engineer.  Developer recommends piling support for all construction on lots in the Property.
ii. Subject to the Owner’s specific geo-technical data as determined, investigated, and/or obtained by the Owner’s engineer, a bulkhead for a Southshore River Lot shall also be generally compliant with Exhibit 11.28.6 of the Restrictive Covenants (Second Amendment).

iii. In addition to the requirement in this Section 11.28 (A), all of the Southshore River Lots shall be fully compliant with the Restrictive Covenants, including the Restrictive Covenants applicable to River Lots.
iv. In accordance with Article XI – Section 11.28.7 of the Restrictive Covenants, the bulkheads for Southshore River Lots shall be maintained, repaired, and/or replaced by the River Lot Owner.  
7. By amending Article XI – Section 11.34 entitled “Lot Culverts” to read as follows:
11.34
Lot Culverts. 
Except for culverts set forth on the Subdivision Drainage Plan approved by St. Tammany Parish and the Developer, no drainage culverts shall be located by an Owner within/upon any Lot or Common Area in the Subdivision.  The specific requirements for driveway drainage swales are set forth in the Subdivision Drainage Plan and approved by St. Tammany Parish and Developer, as set forth in Section 11.27 entitled “Drainage” and Section 12.7.4 in the Restrictive Covenants.


In all other respects, except as amended herein, the Restrictive Covenants shall remain the same.
